Beginning January 2008 the existing BSN curriculum and
program at Langara College was reviewed to determine
where the curriculum could be strengthened to increase
the awareness, knowledge and understanding of
students and faculty of the socio-historical context and
meaning of Aboriginal peopl e
experiences.



An Advisory Committee was formed to assist us to identify
where culturally appropriate information and resources
could be added. Discussions with the Aboriginal Nurses
from the Advisory Committee and attendance at several
Aboriginal events directed the work of faculty.



An electronic repository of resources and information
was developed to provide students and faculty with
easy access to resources.
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In Phase 2 of this project instructional resources will be
developed that focus on Aboriginal health, healing, and
culture for faculty and students. A model of cultural
safety will be developed and workshops developed for
faculty and students to facilitate their understanding of

cultural safety.
